
Violence by Pro-Abortion Groups 

May 3, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "My Body My Choice" and broke 

some exterior glass panels of Sacred Heart of Mary Catholic Church in Boulder, 

Colorado.  

May 3, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals tore down the banner for Trotter House, a crisis 

pregnancy center, in Austin, Texas. 

May 3, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "not a real clinic," "end forced 

motherhood," and "go to PP instead" at Care Net Pregnancy Center in Frederick, 

Maryland. 

May 5, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals broke several windows and spray painted 

"F*** CPCs" on the Southeast Portland Pregnancy Resource Center in Oregon. 

May 7, 2022: Pro-abortion activists rallied outside the Basilica of St. Patrick's Old 

Cathedral, in New York City. The activists disrupted the monthly pro-life 

procession from the church to a nearby Planned Parenthood abortion clinic. Police 

warned they could not guarantee the safety and protection of the parishioners. A 

Franciscan friar was heckled. A woman dressed in a bathing suit stuffed to 

simulate pregnancy danced in front of the church while crudely pretending to abort 

baby dolls yelling "I'm killing the babies!" Other pro-abortion activists held signs 

and banners to taunt Catholics. Some of the offensive slogans included: "Abortion 

is a Gift," "RIP Jesus, Killed by a 'Woke' Deadbeat Dad," "We Love Abortion," 

"Thank God for Abortion," "Help Me Abort My Babies," and "God Killed His Son, 

Why Can’t I?" The church's pastor, Fr. Brian Graebe, told the media that he has 

"received threats to bomb the church, burn it down." 

May 7, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "My Body My Choice" and broke 

some exterior glass panels of St. John XXIII Catholic Church in Fort Collins, 

Colorado.  

May 7, 2022: Pro-abortion activists marched from the home of Supreme Court 

Justice Brett Kavanaugh to the home of Chief Justice John Roberts. The activists 

yelled "If you take away our choices, we will riot!" Based on the leaked decision, 

only Kavanaugh supports overturning Roe v. Wade; however, both men are 

Catholic. 

May 8, 2022: A Molotov cocktail was thrown into the headquarters of Wisconsin 

Family Action, a pro-life advocacy group, in Madison. Outside the building, pro-

abortion vandals spray painted "IF ABORTIONS AREN'T SAFE THEN YOU 



AREN'T EITHER." Following the incident, Wisconsin Family Action received 

several death threats from phone calls. 

May 8, 2022: Two Molotov cocktails were thrown into the office of Oregon Right 

to Life in Keizer. 

May 8, 2022: Pro-abortion activists stormed the Cathedral of Our Lady of Angels 

in Los Angeles. Dressed in costumes from The Handmaid's Tale, the activists 

proceeded to interrupt Mass by shouting pro-abortion slogans and unfurling a large 

banner. 

May 8, 2022: A group of pro-abortion activists attempted to interrupt Mass at St. 

James Cathedral in Seattle. In the process, one of the activists assaulted a security 

guard outside of the cathedral.  

May 8, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "PRO-CHOICE IS PRO-LIFE" 

on the front and side of Holy Rosary Catholic Church, in Houston. 

May 8, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "FORCED PREGNANCY IS 

MURDER" and "NOT A CLINIC" on Loreto House, a Catholic crisis pregnancy 

center, in Denton, Texas. 

May 9, 2022: Someone stole the tabernacle from St. Bartholomew the Apostle 

Catholic Church in Katy, Texas. Police are investigating to see if this is connected 

to threats made by pro-abortion groups to burn the Eucharist. 

May 9, 2022: Someone broke into St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church in 

Katy, Texas. The intruder tried to desecrate the Eucharist. 

May 9, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "ABORTION IS A RIGHT" and 

"LIARS" on First Care Women's Health clinic, a crisis pregnancy center, in 

Manassas, Virginia. 

May 9, 2022: Pro-abortion activists from Shut Down DC rallied outside of the 

home of Justice Samuel Alito chanting "abort the court." Alito is Catholic. 

May 11, 2022: Pro-abortion activists dressed in The Handmaid's Tale costumes 

rallied outside of Justice Amy Coney Barrett's house. The leader of the protestors 

told the media that she believed Barrett would support overturning Roe v. Wade 

because "she's Catholic. Catholic is letting their religious doctrine interfere with 

their ability to write sound legal doctrine." Another protester carried a sign, which 

read "KEEP YOUR ROSARIES OFF MY OVARIES." 



May 14, 2022: Pro-abortion vandals spray painted "If abortions aren't safe, neither 

are you," "Not a clinic," and "You're anti-choice, and not pro-life" on the Alpha 

Pregnancy Center in Reisterstown, Maryland.
